Can you expound and share to the group your personal experiences and 
relate it to the greater context in verse 19-21 which is about our treasures. 

3. Singleness in Worship 
Discuss and explain the truth of verse 24 as you flesh out the following words for 
greater clarity. 
 
 



a) Serve – slave; servant (doulos) 
b) Master – lord; one who has control of a person (kurios) 
c) Hate – love less (miseo) 
d) Despise – ignoring someone or something (kataphroneo)
